Constitution and By-Laws


Article I – Name

The name of this league will be the “Junior Falcon Baseball League” (JFBL).

Article II – Purpose

The purpose of the JFBL will be to educate and involve the youth of Fairfield Union School District in the skills and activities of baseball.  Furthermore, the JFBL will seek to provide to our youth the proper mental, moral and physical training in order that each child becomes an asset to our community.

Article III – Membership

Members of the JFBL will be comprised of Fairfield Union community members involved in playing and supporting the JFBL.  Each member will abide by the rules and regulations established by the Board of Directors of the JFBL and set forth in this Constitution.

Article IV – Board of Directors

Section 1
The Board of Directors of the JFBL will consist of eight (8) Directors and the Head Coach of the high school varsity baseball team, for a total of nine (9) Directors.

Section 2
New Directors may be added to the Board when a vacancy exists due to resignation, death, or the removal from the Board by the remaining Directors for just cause.  New Directors must be nominated by present Directors and must be approved by a majority vote of the Board of Directors present at the meeting when the vote is taken.

Section 3
It will be the duty of the Board of Directors, except as otherwise provided by this Constitution and its By-Laws, or required by law, to take charge of the affairs of the JFBL which it may conduct through the officers and committees that may be formed at the discretion of the Board of Directors or by the Constitutional By-Laws.

Section 4
All actions taken by the Board of Directors will begin with an initial motion by a Director, followed by a second motion by another director, and concluded by a majority oral and/or written vote by all present Directors.

Section 5
A simple majority of current Directors constitutes a quorum to transact business of the JFBL by the Board of Directors.

Section 6
Elections of vacant Board of Director positions will be held each November.

Article V – Executive Board and Its Duties

Section 1
The Executive Board of the JFBL will be comprised of the following officers: President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer.

Section 2
Executive Board meetings may be called to order by the President who will convene each meeting when at least two Executive Board members are present.  Chairpersons of standing committees or at-large Directors may sit in on Executive Board Meetings, have a vote.

Section 3
In case of an alternate, an existing Board Member may be appointed to an Executive Position.

Section 4
The Executive Board will be empowered to represent the JFBL between membership meetings when urgent business requires prompt and decisive attention.

Section 5
Any action taken by the Executive Board will be approved by a majority vote of Executive Board members.

Section 6
Any Executive Board vote ending in a tie will be decided finally by the head varsity baseball coach of Fairfield Union High School.

Section 7
It will be the duty of the Board of Directors to fill by appointment all vacancies in JFBL offices, with the exception of the President.

Section 8
Elections of the Executive Board members will be held each year in November by majority vote of the Board of Directors.

Section 9
All Executive Board members will serve a one-year term and will be voted on each year; however, there will be no limit placed on the number of terms an Executive Board member may serve.

Section 10
It will be the duty of the President to preside at all membership meetings of the JFBL.  The Vice President may preside if the President is not able to attend.

Section 11
It will be the duty of the Vice President to assist the President and take over the President’s duties in the absence or at the resignation of the President.

Section 12
It will be the duty of the Secretary to keep a true and accurate record of all the JFBL meetings and proceedings, both regular and special.

Section 13
It will be the duty of the Treasurer to collect all monies and deposit them in the JFBL bank account.  The treasurer will pay out money only as provided in the Constitution and By-Laws of the JFBL.  Furthermore, the Treasurer will provide a report of all transactions and balances at each scheduled meeting of the JFBL.

Section 14
An audit by the Executive Board will be conducted on the financial records and signed off before the new term.

Article VI – Meetings

Section 1
The regular meetings of the Board of Directors will be held as determined necessary by the Board.

Section 2
Special Board meetings will be called by the President or by two or more of the JFBL members.

Section 3
All decisions pertaining to the function and operation of the JFBL shall be decided by a majority vote of all eligible Board members present at the meeting when the vote is taken.  A proxy vote may be permitted on a pre-determined voting issue or a pending matter.

Article VII – Coaches

Section 1
Rules for players, parents and coaches will be made and approved by the Board of Directors.

Section 2
All coaches and assistant coaches will abide by the Rules of Conduct for Coaches and Advisors adopted by the JFBL.  The Rules of Conduct for Coaches and Advisors is included as Appendix D.

Article VIII – By-Laws

Section 1
The JFBL will abide by and enforce the rules and by-laws set forth by the league in which it belongs.

Article IX – Eligibility

Section 1
Any child not associated with another sponsored form of baseball will be eligible to join the JFBL.

Section 2
Baseball players, ages 5 and 6 by May 1 are eligible for T-Ball teams.

Section 3
Baseball players, ages 7 and 8 by May 1 are eligible for Coach Pitch teams.

Section 4
Baseball players, ages 9 and 10 by May 1 are eligible for Kid Pitch minor teams.

Section 5
Baseball players, ages 11 and 12 by May 1 are eligible for Kid Pitch major teams.

Section 6         Baseball players, ages 13 and 14 by May 1 are eligible for Pony League teams.

Section 7         Any baseball player wanting to play for a team outside the above defined guidelines must gain approval prior to participation by the JFBL Board of Directors. 

Article X – Financial and Accounting

Section 1
No director, officer, or member of the JFBL shall receive, directly or indirectly, any salary, compensation or emolument from the JFBL for services rendered as Director, Officer or Member.

Section 2
All monies received shall be deposited to the credit of the JFBL at an established account under control of the JFBL Board of Directors.

Section 3
The JFBL Board shall not permit the disbursement of the JFBL funds for other than the conduct of JFBL activities in accordance with the rules, regulations and policies of JFBL.  All disbursements shall be made by check.

Section 4 
Signatures of at least two Executive Board members will be required on checks disbursed.

Section 5
The fiscal year of the JFBL shall begin on November 1 and shall end on October 31.

Section 6
The JFBL shall not permit the contribution of funds or property to individual teams but shall solicit funds for the common treasury of the JFBL, thereby to discourage favoritism among teams and to endeavor to equalize the benefits of the JFBL.

Section 7
Upon dissolution of the JFBL and after all outstanding debts and claims have been satisfied, the Members shall direct the remaining property of the JFBL to another entity which maintains the same objectives as set forth in Article II of this Constitution.

Article XI – Amendments

Section 1
Amendments to the Constitution, By-Laws or Rules of the JFBL will be submitted in writing to a member of the Board of Directors in the form of a resolution.

Section 2
A majority vote of the Board of Directors is needed to pass a resolution.

Section 3
The Constitution and By-Laws is to be reviewed by the Executive Board as needed.

Article XII – Grievances

Section 1
Grievances will be submitted in writing to any Board Member of the JFBL to be reviewed by the Board of Directors.

Section 2
Grievances can be written against members, parents, coaches or fans.

Section 3
Decision of the Board will be final, binding and conclusive on each separate grievance filed.

Article XIII – Rules for Baseball
