JFBL T-Ball and Coach Pitch Rules
General Rules for Both Divisions

Coaches are required to bat all players on their roster.  Each player will have the opportunity to bat before starting through the batting order a second time, giving each player equal time at bat.

Helmets must be worn at all times by the batters, base runners and catcher.  The pitcher must wear a heart-guard protector, especially in coach pitch.  It is the coach’s responsibility to put the child’s safety beyond all else.

A batter will be called out if he/she throws the bat after one warning per game.
Leadoffs are not permitted.  The base runner may not leave until the ball is hit.

Stealing is not allowed.

Bunting is not allowed.

Sliding is permitted and actually encouraged when necessary to prevent collisions at any base.  Head first sliding is not allowed.
There is a 2-hour time limit on games.  The completion of 4 innings will count as a completed game in case of weather or time.  Make-up games will be arranged between the head coaches.

If a batted ball touches any coaches it is considered a dead ball.  A base runner is out if they are hit by a batted ball, NOT if they are hit by a thrown ball.

There will be no more than three coaches on the field with the fielding team.

In the event of a dispute the head coaches will confer together and reach a mutual agreement which will be final.  Assistant coaches and spectators will not participate.

There will be no swearing, drinking of alcohol or smoking on or near the baseball fields from the coaches, players or parents.  To do so will be cause for removal from the game with further implications if deemed necessary.
T-Ball Rules
Each player will be pitched to by his/her coach.  Each player will be given four (4) pitches before the T is brought out.  The coach may throw the ball overhand or underhand and from the pitching rubber forward depending on the ability of the hitter.

The catcher’s position is not required, it is the coaches decision to play this position with the proper catchers equipment.

Collisions with the T must be avoided at all times.  It is the coach’s responsibility to remove the T immediately after the ball is struck.

There are no strikeouts.

The play can be stopped if the coach calls time or if the ball is out of play.  Once the ball reaches the pitcher, the play is complete.

A defensive team will consist of a normal baseball infield (P, 1B, 2B, 3B, SS), a Catcher if desired, and 4 Outfielders.  Any extra players are to play in the outfield.
Defensive coaches are allowed on the field to direct their players on what to do.

There are no overthrows, baserunners are to advance base to base.  Strong hits to the outfield, runners are allowed to take more than one base with the coaches assistance.
An inning will consist of 7 batters, outs will count, but all 7 batters will still bat.

The last batter shall run the bases until he/she or another baserunners progression has been stopped.

It is the desire to end the game with all batters having an equal amount of at bats, if in the last inning, batting more or less batters to fulfill this goal is needed, please do so.

COACH PITCH RULES

Each player will be pitched to by his/her coach.  Each player will be given eight (8)
quality pitches.  The batter is to be encouraged to try to hit all pitches, but after his/her limit of 8, the batter is out.
The coach may throw the ball overhand or underhand and from the pitching rubber forward depending on the ability of the hitter.

The play is stopped once an infield player calls time with possession of the ball inside the base paths.  Any baserunners must then return to the last base touched if not past halfway to the next base.  Coaches are to try and judge this ruling as fair as possible.

A defensive team will consist of a normal baseball infield (P, C, 1B, 2B, 3B, SS) and 4 Outfielders.  No team is to have only one player sitting on the bench, if this is the case that team may play an extra outfielder.

If a team has enough defensive players to have 2 or more players on the bench, that team may field a maximum of 10 players per inning, but no player is to be on the bench more than one inning in a row.

Defensive coaches are not allowed on the field unless approved by the opposing teams head coach.

Overthrows are allowed.  Baserunners are encouraged to take an extra base on an overthrow and the defensive team is encouraged to try to make a play on an overthrow. This shall be allowed only one time per at bat, in other words, try to encourage the play, but if another overthrow occurs, the play is dead.
It will be an automatic out if the base coach touches a baserunner while the ball is in play.

An inning will consist of 3 outs or 7 runs, whichever comes first.
